President Metzger calls the meeting to order at 7:02 PM. The Pledge of Allegiance is recited by all.

Building Permits – 602 N Walnut – Patio Permit – Motion is made by Trustee Cotter to approve the permit pending 
payment and is 2nd by Trustee Kalina.

Department Reports: 
Supt. of Public Works Report – Maintenance Supervisor Timm reviewed his report and activity since last meeting. 
 
Chief of Police Report – Chief Thiel reviewed the report of activity since last meeting.  
 
Clerk’s Report – Clerk Shenberger stated she sent out 85 delinquent letters for the month. She also stated she is waiting 
to hear back from Gworks to see if anything else is needed. 
 
Committee Reports: 
Streets & Alleys - Trustee Buss stated they finished up a storm sewer up on 1st avenue. Trustee Vinnedge stated he 
spoke with Fred and there is $60,000 left in the equipment budget, and they got a price on a new skid loader for $47,000. 
The board agreed to purchase it since there is money in the budget. 
 
Sewer and Water – Trustee Vinnedge – nothing to report. 
 
Finance - Trustee Busker – nothing to report. 
 
Buildings, Grounds, Parks, Zoning, and Planning – Trustee Cotter went over the minutes from the committee meeting that 
they had. They discussed the grant they are applying for for Warnken Park. 
 
Ordinances – Trustee Norris stated we received the first invoice for half of the digitization. She will be scheduling the 
pickup of the minute books. She also stated we will have to change the number of the liquor license back. The board 
discussed and agreed to schedule the meeting on March 31st at 4pm. She also discussed the handbook and the 
insurance coverage for spouses. After some discussion the board agreed to have a committee meeting to discuss the 
changes.

Motion is made by Trustee Vinnedge to go into closed session per ILCS Sec. 2 (c)(5) for possible sale/purchase of 
property and is 2nd by Trustee Cotter. All are in favor.
